Included Parts: 
 
 Refugium 18” or 24” Long 

 
Things you will need to install and operate your refugium: 
 
 1 x Maxi-Jet 900 or equivalent (200 GPH) 
 Flexible hose (to connect Feed Pump) 
 Light Holder SR-200 (optional) 
 18” or 24” Long Fluorescent Light (we recommend using a Plant Bulb) 
 1 Gal. of Live Sand (i.e. CaribSea Refugium Mineral Mud) 
 Macro Algae 
 Live Rock (Rubble) 
  

Set Up 
 

1. Remove all packaging material. 
2. Thoroughly rinse the hooked on refugium to remove any dust or fabrication 

debris. 
3. Attach flexible tubing to the inlet (hose barb fitting) of the hooked on refugium. 
4. Attach other side of the flexible tubing to the output of the feed pump. 
5. Fill the middle baffle on the bottom of HookedOn Refugium with live sand 

(approx. 2-3”). 
6. Add any additional macro algae or live rock in the HookedOn Refugium. 
7. Place refugium on the back your aquarium. Ensure the feed pump is fully 

submersed in your aquarium and not obstructed by any object. 
8. Locate the level adjustment thumb screws on the bottom of the HookedOn 

Refugium, on either side. 
9. Adjust the thumb screws, so that the HookedOn Refugium is level and not tilted 

back. 
 
IF USING THE SR-200 LIGHT HOLDER 
 

i. Place one side of the light holder on the hooked on refugium 
ii. Tighten the thumb screws to keep in place. 

iii. Repeat steps for other side. 
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iv. Adjust the height thumb screws to raise/lower the 
light fixture to desired height. 

 
IF NOT USING SR-200 LIGHT HOLDER 
 

i. Place light fixture over the hooked on refugium. 
ii. Ensure the light fixture is stable. 

 
 
 
Start Up 

 
1. Fill the HookedOn Refugium with seawater. 
2. Plug in the feed pump and light fixture. 
3. You can rotate the output to desired position. 

 

Maintenance 
 
Inside the HookedOn Refugium more algae will be produced. Every month, the macro 
algae inside the HookedOn Refugium will need to be harvest/trim to prevent crowding. 
Every 2-3 weeks, you want to ensure the teeth located on the highest baffle, is not 
obstructed from any macro algae or debris. Follow your feed pump manufacturer’s 
maintenance instructions to provide maximum operation at all times.
